Proposed Residential Visit to the Isle of Wight

Monday 19th May – Friday 23rd May 2025
As you may be aware, this week, the children in Year 6 usually go on a residential visit to the Isle of Wight, in the week after their SATs. It is something they look forward to and is often considered to be the most exciting and memorable part of being in Year 6.
